MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD
SUBJECT:  YOUR COMPANY Range Standard Operating Procedures

1. This policy is applicable to all personnel assigned or attached to YOUR COMPANY.

2. The purpose of this policy is to specify requirements for weapons training/ qualification.

3. Each soldier is required to qualify bi-annually with his her assigned weapon.

4. Based on range and ammunition availability and the ranges as needed (monthly).

5. Soldiers will be trained on the following subjects prior to live-fire qualification.


a.  Basic Marksmanship Skills


b.  Engagement of Targets


c.  Disassembly, Assembly and Function


d.  Care and Cleaning of Assigned Weapons


e.  Operation and Functions


f.   Reduce a Stoppage, Immediate Action, Remedial Action and Malfunctions
6. Soldiers newly assigned to YOUR COMPANY will battle sight zero their assigned weapon within 30 days of arrival to the unit.

7. Soldiers must qualify with their assigned weapon within 90 days upon arrival to the unit.

8. Soldiers assigned a 9MM pistol must qualify using live ammunition at a live-fire range annually IAW FM 23-35 and DA Pam 350-38. The approved qualification course for the 9MM is the Combat Pistol Qualification for Record. Soldiers will also be required to complete the Fire for Record as described in DA Pam 360-38. DA Form 88 is the only form authorized for pistol qualification is the “E” Silhouette.

9. The ammunition requirements for qualification with the 9MM pistol are:


A : 40 rounds for record fire


B : 20 rounds for MOPP 4


C : 30 rounds for night fire

10. The minimum standard for qualification with the 9MM pistol are:


A : 16 or more target hits for record fire. (80 points minimum)


B : 7 or more target hits for the NBC record fire

11. Soldiers assigned an M16A1/A2 rifle will zero and qualify on the live-fire range IAW FM 23-9 and DA Pam 350-38. The approved qualification course is the record fire course as described in Appendix 3 to FM 23-9, July 1989.

12. The ammunition requirements for qualification with the M16A1/A2 rifle are:


A : 50 rounds for record fire and zero

13. The minimum standards for qualification with the M16A1/A2 rifle are:


A : 26 target hits for the 25 meter course and 23 for the 300 meter KD course are required to                                                             

            qualify as marksman.

14. Soldiers will record their battle sight zero of their assigned weapon so that it may be annotated in their training folder.

15. The unit training room will maintain scorecards reflecting the qualification of soldiers.

16. This policy supersedes any previous policies on this subject
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
